IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m presuming itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

Samuel but I did not feel anything but sibling love between them. I like to see passion, animal

attraction and uncontrollable possessiveness in my paranormals. I just didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t feel

it.The suspense and mystery part of the story felt a little anticlimactic. The excitement and

trepidation of knowing that a war was looming had me on tender hooks but when it was all laid out in

the end I was...huh...that's it...really?Now, I didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t hate Moon Called but I definitely

didnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t love it and want to stop everything I was doing to go on. I just thought

(hoped) it would have a little more romance in it. Mercy was strong, smart and independent and was

definitely my favourite character. Adam has potential and Samuel should maybe move on from the

past (even though it was devastatingly sad to know his history) and find a fresh start.

The funny thing is

that when I checked out who among my friends had read it, they basically thought that they were

behind in picking up Mercy Thompson. Most of them are at least a year ahead of me (with one

noted exception that I will get to later.)

You can thank me later ;)The world

that Patricia Briggs built for these characters is interwoven with several different supernatural

beings. Some have ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Ëœcome outÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ to the humans, but not all. Mercy

is the odd one in her group of friends. SheÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s a walker/shifter, but the wolves

donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t claim her. Most of them have basically shunned her. Regardless, she has

connections to basically all the supernatural entities. It not only makes her life interesting, but pretty

complicated at times. Saying not all of them play ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚ËœnicelyÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ together

is putting it mildly.I gotta say, I love this characterÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s attitude.

SheÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s not a killer and avoids violence, but sheÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll do whatever it

takes to protect those she feels loyal to. SheÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s smart, witty and just a little bit

broken, but that doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t slow her down.Basically, thereÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s nothing

not to love about this book. The supporting characters are just as interesting and witty as Mercy. I

love the supernatural world that they inhabit.

Some

of the characters overlap and events in one play into the other. I learned this from that other reader I

mentioned earlier. I may have ignored this series for a little while longer until I noticed Laura at Little

Read Riding Hood plowing through both series one book after another. When she is that caught up



in a series, I pay attention. ;)

I can see why a lot of people seem to love these books but I can't get into the authors style. There's

too much information packed into too small of a space. Paragraphs and paragraphs of complicated

werewolf lore and explanations during what should be action scenes; too many characters

introduced too quickly with more paragraphs of information; too much back story shoved too quickly

into the mix, far too many complex relationship issues and explanations of past events...culminating

in the author interjecting an explanation of what happened several hours earlier during what could

have been an amusing and fun scene if she hadn't wasted pages telling us what occurred 3 hours

earlier. This causes a lot of confusion and breaks in stride of the protagonists "voice" and the action.

A good editor was sorely needed in this case. About 2/3rds of the book could have been cut

(perhaps used in later installments) and made this a great read rather than a mediocre one, tedious

one. A little mystery goes a long way in this case. We didn't need to know every tiny detail and

every emotion of the main character and the reasons for her estrangement from her werewolf

family. Are you tired of my constantly explaining why this book irritated me? Probably as tired as I

got of the authors constant ramblings.
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
