Stokes has overcome this problem with
high quality multiple pictures of each species, showing adult, , juvenile, all plumages, and sex when
appropriate.

The bottom of the pages are color coded for groups of birds as well as a "Quick
Index" on the inside front cover.The red lettered words within the text makes it much easier to find

The pictures are clear, colorful, and makes it seem as though they are
live birds in there! It wonderfully describes the birds in clear yet accurate descriptions. There are tips
on how to I.D. them; it gives their range, habitat, voice, if there are subspecies or if it hybridizes any
other bird that results in a different color morph. It has adult plumage, shape, juvenile plumage,
winter, (if it changes plumage) and flight. And it has pictures accompanying these. For example, this
book has 23 pictures for the Red-tailed Hawk. This book has also aided me in seeing a wild
Gargany in Missouri.
