This is Mother Teresa's own authorized book, unlike "Come Be My Light", which is not, but

published against her wishes, it is noted on the internet. So get this book. And there is a free app for

Iphone with her sayings, that I love a lot.

This is an excellent book that talks about many different aspects of a spiritual life. Mother Teresa

writes in a very simple and understandable way to walk you through her very simple path to God.

She emphasizes actions as a way of showing love and getting closer to God, but not actions within

themselves. It's a connection with God which made her able to live in such conditions and work with

those whom everyone else rejecting and whom she knew would probably die. And when she

obeyed God and did what he asked, she became closer to him.This book does not tell you to drop

everything and work with the poorest of the poor, that was her calling and not necessarily yours, but

to drop everything and to give it all to God. She sees Jesus in every person so she can't help but

put them before herself. The last chapter is a short interview with her and was quite insightful as

well.

We live in a world that is full of enticements that distract us from following Jesus Christ, in spite of

our best intentions. Mother Teresa has stripped away the rhetoric and posturing we so often fall

prey to and has presented the demands and joys of living for Jesus in a way that is simple and

profound. This is truly a life-changing book that reminds us that we are called to serve Jesus in a

way that is humble and humbling--to love as He loved, to serve as He served--in a way that glorifies

God by letting His Light shine through us, lighting up the darkest corners of our world. If you are

ready to be gently challenged to have a deeper walk with Christ, you are ready for this book.
