DNF @ 59%I usually don’t post a DNF review on but | just had to get this off my chest.l had higher
hopes that Forever Kinda Love would detail a young couple’s journey through the years but at this
point the only thing I'm seeing is two dumb-a** kids who can’t get their sh-- together.Heath and
Carrigan (Ace) are best friends, and have been since they were kids, which is what drew me into the
story to start with. They are both developing feelings for the other person but neither wants to risk
their deep friendship and take a chance on a relationship. It's the classic trope that everybody loves
and usually works for me but the story stalled at the 50% mark for me.The characters are annoying
at best. Heath wants Ace and chooses to find traits of her in the other girls he sleeps with, which is
often. The current girl he is "dating" (A.K.A. screwing) is apparently someone his father forced him
to start seeing but it has yet to be explained exactly why he was coerced into being with her. This
guy got on my nerves worse than most male characters in these types of tropes. He b**ched
constantly about having to even be with Lisa because he was in love with Ace but at the same time
he was seen pawing all over her and shoving his tongue down her throat and bragging about
screwing her all the time. When he wasn’t gloating about how great they were in bed together he
was ditching his "girlfriend" to go rescue Ace from whatever he perceived as a threat. Let’s not
forget to mention that when she started showing interest in someone else and dated that person,
Heath started to freak out and act like a chauvinistic jerk who whined about it. As far as Carrigan
(Ace) she was just as annoying to me as Heath was. She’s having feelings for Heath but she
decides to try and date someone else, another guy, Vincent, (who was pretty great in my book. He
was the guy who should have been the hero in my opinion.) but can’t bring herself to even kiss him
out of misplaced feelings of guilt about her feelings for Heath.
